Root Cause Analysis

1. Economically Disadvantaged students (FRL) have increased by 5.5% at Oviedo High School from 23.5% in 2010-2011 to 29% in 2012-2013. Those students are comprised of the following subgroups: White, Black, and Hispanic. Oviedo High School needs to develop a systemic approach to address the needs of each subgroup.

2. ISS/Discipline/Attendance issues impact whether the lower quartile students are in class to be taught.

3. The 10th grade cohort is comprised of a large group of 614 students and make up a majority of our discipline referrals at Oviedo High School.

4. The 2 PMAs did not help Oviedo High School’s students learn to improve, because there was no feedback. All the students received was a number score.

5. Oviedo High School students were over assessed in FCAT Writing skills including 3 Write Score assessments, 2 DAs, and 1 FCAT Writes Field Test.

6. The ESE and ELL teachers were new teachers to Oviedo High School. They did not receive the same PLC time with the English 10 teachers.

7. Two teachers in English 10 had long term substitutes directly before FCAT Writes.

8. All English/Reading teachers need to be in proximity of each other for daily PLC meetings. 

9. Grammar, syntax, and vocabulary are taught in a limited fashion in earlier grades. The FCAT rubric for 2012 and 2013 require these skills.

10. The English 10 teachers felt that the narrative prompt was misleading. 

11. Other disciplines need to incorporate more writing in their assignments. Elaboration and textual support needs to be required across the disciplines. 
12. Motivational items need to be given to students to encourage them to score 6s. 
Current Practice

1. Oviedo High School students are assessed in FCAT Writing skills using 3 Write Score assessments and 2 DAs. Information from Write Score is shared with students, and teachers use it to improve writing. 

2. A majority of the English/Reading teachers are in Building 8 with the same lunchtime, so they work with each in other in daily PLC meetings.

3. Oviedo High School 9th-12th English teachers use the SAT vocabulary series.

4. The 10th grade English teachers share anchor papers with students.

5. The 10th grade English teachers instruct students on how to write a thesis and then have them practice writing a thesis in a timed setting.
6. The 10th grade English teachers have students practice timed writings in class.

7. The 10th grade English teachers provide grammar instruction during warm-ups.
